Day7  Lake Louise to Jasper

Enjoy a sightseeing tour of Banff and Jasper national parks via the Icefields
Parkway. Among the highlights are Bow Lake, the Columbia Icefield and
Athabasca Falls. The Columbia Icefield is one of the largest accumulations
of ice south of the Arctic Circle and one of the most accessible icefields in
North America. Here you will ride on an Ice Explorer to the middle of the
Athabasca Glacier to learn more about its geological features. Time will

be available for lunch (not included). Arrive in Jasper late this afternoon.
Overnight in Jasper.

Day8  Jasperto Quesnel

Travel onboard the Rocky Mountaineer from the mountain resort of Jasper
in the Canadian Rockies to the charming rural town of Quesnel, gateway

to the North Cariboo. Pass through the Rocky Mountain Trench, with the
steep Rocky and Cariboo Mountains either side, and on to the rolling hills
and vast forests of British Columbia’s Northern Interior.
